This position is expected to start June 12, 2019 

and run for up to 10 weeks.

Ksan Society requires an energetic and motivated summer student at the post-secondary level; however, it is not 

required that you are enrolled in school in the fall. We offer an incredible work environment and a supportive 

management team to learn new skills, have fun, and grow in your area of interest. 

 

As an organization that respects and celebrates our Indigenous community members, this position provides an 

opportunity for the camp participants to enjoy the experience of learning about Indigenous culture. The 

Indigenous Cultural Leader researches, plans, and provides workshops and activities that offer kids summer day 

camp participants a chance to learn and experience traditional and contemporary First Nations’ perspectives on 

food security and sustainability. The Indigenous Cultural Leader provides recipes relevant to his or her known 

culture and incorporates them into a cookbook that Ksan Place is developing for the use of all community 

members. The Indigenous Cultural Leader assists in planning activities and supporting the Sustainable Food 

Systems Leader to provide hands on learning opportunities in our greenhouse, garden, and kitchen for children 

aged 6-15. This position reports to the Coordinator of Ksan Place, Peggy Julseth.  

 

To qualify for this position applicants must be between the ages of 15 and 30.  Ksan Society requires all 
employees to have a clear criminal record, take an oath of confidentiality, and be prepared to follow Ksan’s 
code of conduct.
