Bears that access garbage 
may be injured, cause property 
damage or become a risk to the 
community.

WildSafeBC Bear Safety Tips

> Keep garbage, compost and other attractants secure - indoors is best!

> Never put your containers out prior to the morning of collection.

> Freeze smelly items and keep containers clean.

Keep Wildlife Wild and Communities Safe

BC Wildlife Act

Section 33.1 Attracting Dangerous Wildlife

(1) A person must not
(a) intentionally feed or attempt to feed dangerous wildlife, or
(b) provide, leave or place an attractant in, on or about any land or premises with the intent of attracting   
 dangerous wildlife.

(2) A person must not leave or place an attractant in, on or about any land or premises where there are or   
where there are likely to be people, in a manner in which the attractant could
(a) attract dangerous wildlife to the land or premises, and
(b) be accessible to dangerous wildlife.

(3) Subject to subsections (5) and (6), a person who contravenes subsections (1) or (2) commits an o�ence.

(4) If an o�ence under this section continues for more then one day, separate �nes, each not exceeding the 
maximum �ne for that o�ence, may be imposed for each day the o�ence continues.

(7) For the purposes of this section, “leave”, in relation to a person who is the owner, tenant or occupant of 
land or premises, includes to fail to remove an attractant from or to allow an attractant to remain in, on or 
about that land or those premises.
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
