Proposals will be reviewed by a panel of 3 to 5 individuals
representing both Veritas School and the Tsimshian Nation.
The panel will meet to review and assess proposals based on
the project goals and the following criteria:

e  Artistic merit and creativity.

e Demonstrated feasibility in terms of proposed budget

and timeline.

The accepted proposal, and all other proposals, will be
contacted no later than June 16, 2023 by a member of the
selection panel.
